Four Hour Tour: Agenda for the Cosmic Ray e-Lab

Location: Hawaii

Assumption- No detector will be used during this workshop. This is to familiarize teachers with the structure of the e-Lab. The role of the teachers is to be “students”. The facilitator will model the lesson as a teacher would.

Hour 1- Milestones and logbooks

· Teachers will login using a special account,

· Created specifically for the workshop. All will login on the same account so that logbook entries can be shared.

· Teachers will start by going to the Workflow: milestones. http://www18.i2u2.org/elab/cosmic/library/milestones-map.jsp
· For each milestone, each teacher will make a logbook entry (ending each entry with their initials). They should focus on what they consider to be an interesting characteristic of each milestone (why might this be interesting to their study?).

· After 1 hour-no matter where the teachers are in their study, we meet for a 15 minute group discussion. Questions to answer:

· What did you find?

· How would this work in your classroom?

Hour 2- Performance (PERF) Studies

· Teachers will learn how to use the search function in looking at PERF studies. (leader search for group: TestTeacher; pick a PERF study as example) Joint discussion on 1) what does PERF study tell us, 2) why do PERF study, 3) how compare to LHC detectors ( 20 mins)

· Teachers will then DO a PERF study. Search for data ( state: "HI" (Hawaii).  Select one day.  Use PERF tutorial.  They should then make logbook entries supporting their “finds”. ( 20 mins)

· Group discussion about their findings. It would be VERY helpful for a mentor to step in and talk about their own experiences with PERF studies.

Hours 3 and 4- Posters

· Go to View Posters( search for State ( "OH" (Ohio)

· Pick any poster.

· Do a report (book report) about that poster in the logbook.

· Within that poster- pick a figure and rerun the study. Discuss in the logbook.
